


Family History Project


Every family has at least one member who everyone considers very special. Maybe it is your grandfather, or grandmother, or maybe it is an uncle who was in the war. Perhaps the person you feel a special connection with is thought of as a hero. Perhaps the person who comes to mind is a relative who is sick. Whoever that person is, they have an important story to share.


Your job this week is to interview that special family member and then write a biography/ story about him or her. It is not important to write an entire history about them, pick one interesting story that person tells and retell it, or pick only a few things to write about that person.

Getting Started

1. Choose a family member who you are close to and will be easy to interview.

2. Set up an interview time with that person.

3. Write down your questions before hand. These questions should be specific to the person you are interviewing. Limit your questions to no more than 10.

4. Before you begin the interview, tell your subject what this assignment is for and why you chose to write about them.

5. Listen carefully as they answer your questions. Allow them to elaborate and tell their story. Do not rush them.

6. Write notes after the interview, so you don't forget anything.

7. Write about your subject in a respectful, loving manner, to allow your audience to appreciate how special this person is.
