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You will need: 2 slices of bread (of your choice)
1 TSP Butter
1 TBSP Jam (of your choice)
1 TBSP Peanutbutter (smooth of
crunchie)

Procedure:

1) Lay bread slices on plate.

2) Spread butter on one side of each slice.

3) Spread the jam over the butter on one slice.

4) spread the peanutbutter over the butter on the other
slice of bread.

5) Put the two slices of bread together, jam slice
inverted over the peanutbutter slice.

6) Cut sandwich in half or quarter sections to serve.
