Guidelines:

4. Students must wear proper footwear while dancing. (i.e.: sneakers or soft shoes)
5. K-2 dance is 30 seconds and grades 3-5, 1 minute.
6. Students must demonstrate appropriate dance moves and behavior. No Rude or Crude moves.
7. Music must be appropriate (no vulgar language in song or any indication in it.)
8. Each category will have 1 finalist represent their school in the finalist at MVHS on Feb.17.

9. Judging will be done in class by the teacher.

10. No crossover in classes.

11. Students will try their best and have FUN.

Students will be judged on and should have the following components in their dance:

It is up to the students whether they decide to enter the competition or not. They will not necessarily have class time to prepare. They will work on the dance on their own.  The judging to determine the school winners will take place next week, Thursday Feb 17 at noon.
